The Imagine Series 235 comes equipped with  
four distinct Voice PaletteTM organ styles per stop 
control: American Eclectic (engraved on the stop 
tabs), English Cathedral, French Romantic and 
German Baroque.

Organists are free to explore their imagination  
and create a custom stoplist, selecting any of the  
134 Voice Palette™ stops in real-time, without  
being restricted to only one organ style.

The Imagine Series real-time stop and voice selection 
is not limited to the Voice Palette™ system. It also 
extends to the Organ Stop Library and Orchestral 
Library, offering an astonishing versatility of pipe 
stops and orchestral voices.

As a result of this, the organ starts 
up in seconds and all voices of the instrument are 
available in real time.

Our extensive processing and robust memory 
eliminate the need for borrowed stops and stop 
extensions. Our Direct Streaming technology 
includes high-tech, low power consumption, and 
miniaturized components all on industry level 
hardware.
